To be awarded a diploma, a person must be at
least 65 years of age, attended high school in the school district, left high school before
graduation to join the U.S. armed forces during a war period as defined in state law, and
served on active duty under honorable conditions in the U.S. armed forces or in forces
incorporated as part of the U.S. armed forces. War periods include, among others, World War
Il, the Korean Conflict, Vietnam War and Persian Gulf War. The board may also award a high
school diploma to a person who received a high school equivalency diploma after serving on
active duty in the U.S. armed forces or in forces incorporated as part of the U.S. armed forces
if the person meets the other conditions outlined in this paragraph.”
