In cooperation with the Education Foundation of Kenosha, the family of Victoria Jones is 
sponsoring a $500.00, one-time, scholarship to provide financial assistance to a female 
Kenosha Unified School District student graduating this year.  This teacher died after 
being hit by an underage drunk driver.  The scholarship may be used only at an 
accredited institution of high education located in the United States of America. 
 
 
ELIGIBILITY 
 
Interested students must be female and from Kenosha Unified School District pursuing a 
degree in technology education, technology or engineering fields.  Academically capable 
students must demonstrate a financial need, provide a transcript, provide evidence of 
college acceptance, and be a U.S. citizen.  Students must have a clean driving record and 
be free from substance abuse. 
 
 
FINANCIAL DATA 
 
The scholarship award amount is $500.00.  The award is to be used for tuition, fees, and 
college residential costs, and will be issued to the college or university at which the 
recipient is enrolled. 
 
 
APPLICATION PROCEDURE 
 
Applications may be obtained from Kenosha Unified High School guidance offices.
