Philosophy and Expectations

The most difficult part of the job is making cuts. However, it is a necessity. We cannot safely
supervise 50 players that want to be on the team. Kids will also get bored from lack of playing
time or standing around during practice. We will have an evaluation scoring system and make
judgment calls as a coaching staff. We will discuss with the players that do not make the team
after the final try-out practice. We will do our best and understand there will be some close
decisions. Once the decision is made it is final.



We will normally keep 14 players on the JV and 12 players on the varsity. Playing time is NOT
guaranteed. It is earned but we will make every effort to get kids playing time.

For each try out date please meet on the bleachers for check in.

Equipment
The girls should come every day with cleats, water, bat, glove and other equipment. Infielders
and pitchers are highly encouraged to wear a facemask or mouth guard in the field.

Coaching
We believe in providing high quality instruction. We want to develop the mental game as well as
the physical game of softball. We hold ourselves to high standards and the players should expect
a planned practice to help the team improve. We will explain any drill or technique, we will
demonstrate the technique and we will supervise and help the players get the most out of their
ability.
